• Sermon on the Mount: “You have heard that it was said [...]. But I say to you […].” 

(Matthew 5:21-22; 27-28; 31-21; 33-34; 38-39; 43-44)

• Baptism: “And when Jesus was baptized, immediately he went up from the water, 

and behold, the heavens were opened to him, and he saw the Spirit of God 

descending like a dove and coming to rest on him; and behold, a voice from heaven 

said, 'This is my beloved Son, with whom I am well pleased.'” (Mt. 3:16-17, also Mark 

1:11; Luke 3:22)

• Transfiguration: “He was still speaking when, behold, a bright cloud overshadowed 

them, and a voice from the cloud said, 'This is my beloved Son, with whom I am well 

pleased; listen to him.'” (Mt. 17:5, also Mark 9:7; Luke 9:35)

• 2 Corinthians 5:20 “Therefore, we are ambassadors for Christ, God making his appeal 

through us...”

• Matthew 28:18-20 “And Jesus came and said to them, “All authority in heaven and on 

earth has been given to me. Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them 

in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe 

all that I have commanded you. And behold, I am with you always, to the end of the age.”

• John 17:1-2, 18 “When Jesus had spoken these words, he lifted up his eyes to heaven,

and said, “Father, the hour has come; glorify your Son that the Son may glorify you, since 

you have given him authority over all flesh, to give eternal life to all whom you have given 

him….As you sent me into the world, so I have sent them into the world.

Delegated Authority...



• Ephesians 1:20-23 “…[God] raised him from the dead and seated him at his right hand in 

the heavenly places, 21 far above all rule and authority and power and dominion, 

and above every name that is named, not only in this age but also in the one to come. 

And he put all things under his feet and gave him as head over all things to the church, 

which is his body, the fullness of him who fills all in all.”

• Acts 26:16-18 “But rise and stand upon your feet, for I have appeared to you for this 

purpose, to appoint you as a servant and witness to the things in which you have seen me 

and to those in which I will appear to you, delivering you from your people and from the 

Gentiles—to whom I am sending you to open their eyes, so that they may turn from 

darkness to light and from the power of Satan to God, that they may receive forgiveness of 

sins and a place among those who are sanctified by faith in me.’”
